
LAW N 2004-40 of 03 May 2003 which Modified law 92-83 of August 1992 relating to the mental health 

and conditions of hospitalization for reasons of mental troubles : 

 

Article 29 : 

The person thus hospitalized is governed by the provisions of this law relating to the system of 

compulsory hospitalization. However, the lifting of hospitalization can only be pronounced after the 

opinion of a commission formed of three psychiatric doctors appointed by the president of the court of 

first instance in the jurisdiction in which the domicile of the person concerned by the lifting is located 

hospitalization. The said commission must not include either the patient's attending physician or the 

expert doctor having already given his opinion during the hospitalization of the patient. The opinion of 

the commission must specify that the condition of the patient concerned by the lifting of hospitalization 

does not no longer poses a threat to their safety or that of third parties.
